Reqistration:
Tournament registration can be done through the BJGA website www.juniorgolf.om or through a
tournament director. Entry deadline is Friday, April 1, 2011.

Entry Fee:
BJGA members - $75.00 Non members - $100.00

The payment desk will open 1 hour before the first tee time on the first day. Payment is
required on the first day of play. A player will not be eligible for prizes if the entry fee is still
outstanding at the end of tournament play.

Division & Tee Assignments:

9-hole (open) Forward Tees
Girls (open) Red Tees

12 & under Red Tees

13-15 White/White Tees
16-18 Blue /Gold Tees

(subject to change at the discretion of the Tournament Director)

A player wishing to compete in an age group up from where they should be by virtue of age can
do so with the approval of the tournament director. A player’s age is calculated as of April 7".

Tee Times and Sign-in:
All participants must sign in with the tournament starter at least 30 minutes before their

scheduled tee time. First round tee times will be posted on the BJGA website and in the Royal
Gazette on Monday, April 4™. Subsequent rounds will be posted on the website each evening and
best efforts made to have printed in the following morning Royal Gazette.

Practice Round:

A practice round is available on Monday, April 4" from 10:00am. Players may show up before
10 and Ocean View will form them into groups of three or four. If a 3-some or a 4-some want to
play at a specific time, they can call the pro shop and book ahead of time.
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Prize Presentation:
To be held immediately following play on the final day with refreshments served.

Prizes for 16 - 18: 1%, 2" & 3" Gross and 1%, 2" & 3" Net
Prizes for 13 - 15: 1%, 2" & 3" Gross and 1%, 2" & 3" Net
Prizes for 12 & Under: 1%, 2" & 3" Gross

Prizes for Girls (open): Subject to participants

Prizes for 9-hole (open): Subject to participants

Prizes for Longest Drives and Closest to the Pin

The lowest gross score achieved in each category will determine the overall Champion. In the
event of a tie, a sudden-death playoff will be held. Holes will be played in the following order;
18, 18, 17, 18 and if needed this order will be repeated. This routine will be repeated if necessary
until a winner is determined.

Conditions of Play

General Conditions of Play:
~ Handicaps — players must use their lowest handicap, not necessarily their BJGA handicap.

~ Tee Times — it is the responsibility of the player to find out his/her tee time.

~ Player must report to the 1% Tee 15 minutes before their starting time. Failure to be on the tee
box ready to play by the specified tee time may result in penalty or disqualification.

~ Failure to adhere to the conditions of play or a tournament official may result in penalty or
disqualification.

Spectators:
~ must stay on paths

~ must maintain a reasonable distance from all players

~ cannot provide advice

~ cannot give information on rules

~ noise to be kept to a minimum

~ can give food or drink

~ can help look for lost balls

~ failure to follow the spectator instructions may result in a penalty or disqualification of the
supported player
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Golf Carts, Caddies:

No motorized carts are allowed for players, pull carts may be used. Carts for use by Tournament
committee and marshals only. Any pull cart used that belongs to the golf club, are to be paid for
by the individual. No caddies are allowed (all divisions).

Pace of Play:
Players must maintain pace and position. Time allowance is 45 sec/per shot. Timing takes place

when a player reaches the ball and it is their turn to play. Only 5 minutes is allowed when
searching for a lost ball. Two warnings for slow play are provided after which a penalty will be
imposed.

Rules:

The Championship will be played in accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by the Royal
& Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews, Scotland and Local Rules and Conditions as detailed on the
scorecard or as posted on the tournament notice board. The rules Committee will prevail in all
rules decisions.

Out of Bounds - as described on course scorecard

Water Hazards - as described on course scorecard

Lateral Water Hazards - as described on course scorecard
Obstructions - as described on course scorecard

Footwear: No metal spikes are allowed.

Golf balls: Only balls approved and listed by the R&A and the USGA may be used. Penalty for
use of an unapproved ball will be DISQUALIFICATION. The One Ball Rule DOES NOT

apply.

Sprinkler Head / Yardage Markers: Sprinkler heads and yardage markers are immovable
obstructions and relief may be taken under Rule 24-2b. Note: Yardage markers are along the cart
path (200, 150, and 100 yards) and on all sprinkler heads.

Doubt as to Procedure: ALL PLAYERS must be familiar with Rule 3-3 and 2-5 apply the
procedure if doubt as to the ruling should arise during play (play a second ball). Players must not
ask for rulings from other contestants.
